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1. Bring everything you need to the lesson.

2. Arrive promptly

3. Have respect for each other, this means

a) speak politely to one another – do not say “shut up” or make fun of children who may work more slowly than you do,

b) do not use other children’s personal space – keep your books, pencil cases, elbows etc. on your own side of the desk.

4. Respect your teachers; speak to them politely and always put up your   hand to get attention.

5. Listen to each other and your teachers. Listening means your whole body and head should be facing the teacher, with no other distractions such as reading, writing or talking. Do not talk when other pupils are talking.

6. Follow your teacher’s instructions. If you are confused then put up your hand and ask.

7.Do not comment on the work that you are being asked to do. There is no need to moan or complain about any activity you are asked to complete. 

8. If you find the work very difficult then don’t give up. Ask for help and keep trying. You will get good satisfaction from succeeding in the end.

9. Keep your work neat and tidy. Use a blue or black ink pen, underline headings with a ruler, do diagrams in pencil.

10. Do not add comments or doodles to your work.
